The International Open University (IOU) is an affordable 
institution that only charges an administration fee per 
semester. Audio and video recordings of lectures and 
reading materials are available free of charge, along with 
live tutorials for select subjects.

Note: The fees are based on the student's country of residence and 
are subject to change without notice.

The semester enrollment opens twice a year for Spring and 
Fall semesters beginning in March and September. However, 
students can enroll anytime via the Early Enrollment feature. 
The semester ends with comprehensive, externally-super-
vised examinations in IOU approved exam centers around 
the world.

Information Technology (IT) is the application of computers and 
telecommunication systems to produce, manipulate, store, 
organize, retrieve, and transmit data. In today’s world, technical 
knowledge, practical, communication and strong leadership skills 
are highly desirable. Joining worldly IT knowledge and Islamic 
knowledge creates a unique opportunity for students to ful�ll 
their religious duty of seeking and sharing knowledge while 
securing worldly bene�ts.

Students who do not possess a high school diploma or its 
equivalent and choose to take the B.Sc. program in Informa-
tion Technology will receive an Advanced Diploma in Informa-
tion Technology upon completion of the entire program.     

There are no minimum requirements for BA Audit Courses. 
Certi�cate of Attendance is issued by the Department of 
Information Technology to those who successfully complete 
the whole course, but do not wish to take exams at IOU’s 
supervised exam centers.

This is a four-year accredited degree program. IOU also o�ers two 
non-accredited alternative streams for those who do not meet 
the minimum requirements or do not wish to take exams.

Minimum requirement for all programs is a high school diploma 
unless stated otherwise. The undergraduate degree program in 
Information Technology may be completed in a maximum twelve 
years. Certi�cate or Diplomain Information Technology can later 
be forwarded towards the Diploma or B.Sc. degree in Information 
Technology.
